This is a letter of recommendation for Robert Laurie. Mr. Laurie has been with the university as
a Computer Studies Lecturer (UMUC has only one rank) since January 1998. He is an excellent
teacher. | have been with the university for over 18 years, as a Lecturer, Computer Studies
Coordinator (department head), and now Micronesia Area Coordinator. I would rank Robert
Laurie in the top 5 percent of instructors I have met, worked with, or had teaching with us at
Guam.

Why is he such a good instructor? First of all, he has the electrical engineering background and
software experience to be able to teach hardware architecture and software design. Many
instructors can explain the software, but few are prepared to go into depth regarding the computer
hardware. Bob Laurie did an excellent job teaching both of our Introduction to Programming
course and our C++ Programming Language course. He has also excelled teaching our
Introduction to Computers survey course, which includes operating systems, computer hardware,
word processing, spreadsheets, and databases.
